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“Third party beneficiaries exist only when a contract is created for the benefit of someone who is not an active party to that agreement. For a third party beneficiary to have rights, a valid contract must exist between two other people or entities; the people who created the agreement must have specifically intended to confer a benefit; the third party must be referred to or named in the contract; the intent to provide a benefit to this third party must be irrevocable; and the third party must be aware the contract exists.”   - Gregory Brown – Brown and Charbonneau, Attorneys and Counselors at Law
