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April 15, 2020: Governor Cuomo issued Executive Order 202.17, providing that effective 8 p.m. on Friday, April 17, 2020, any individual over the age of 2-years old, and able to medically tolerate a face covering, is required to cover their nose and mouth with a mask or cloth face covering when in a public place, and is unable to maintain social distancing. These provisions are effective through May 15, 2020

Additionally, the Governor stated he would issue an Executive Order requiring nursing homes to report positive COVID-19 cases and deaths to families of those other residents living in the facility within 24 hours. This will include adult homes and other assisted living facilities. DOH had issued guidance recommending such facilities communicate with families. Furthermore, the Governor intends to include in an Executive Order allowing individuals assisting with the COVID-19 response or those displaced due to COVID-19 to stay in a hotel in NYC for more than 28 days without becoming tenants. Executive Orders with these provisions have not been released to date. 

The Governor discussed the current state of the healthcare system. Total hospitalizations have dropped 362 patients from the previous day. There were 20 less ICU admissions today than yesterday. Intubations are 7 less than yesterday. Hospitalization by region remains stagnant: NYC – 64%; Long Island – 22%; Westchester/Rockland – 8%; and Upstate – 6%. Sadly, the State lost 752 individuals yesterday. The Governor further announced he would be sending 100 ventilators to Michigan and 50 ventilators to Maryland.

The State will begin to conduct antibody tests. First responders, health care workers and other essential workers will be prioritized, and the state will conduct 2,000 tests per day. The state is partnering with hospital labs and private companies to establish mass antibody testing. Additionally, SUNY and CUNY are utilizing 3D printers to produce PPE, such as 2,100 face shields. 

The Wall Street Journal reported that New York City crematories are so overwhelmed that regulators have allowed them to operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week. Operators have been working 16-hour days, processing double if not trouble the number of deceased on a typical day. Additionally, Johnson and Johnson said it plans “imminent production” of its trial COVID-19 vaccine on an “at risk” basis. Manufacturing “at risk” allows the company to produce before its design is final and released to the public, to ensure that should the product be approved the company is ready to distribute quickly.

ICU admissions continue to drop with only 69 today. Net intubations decreased as well.  Hospitalizations by region have remained consistent this week: NYC – 64%; Long Island – 22%; Westchester/Rockland – 8%; and Upstate – 6%. There were no new developments on reopening the economy after yesterday’s press conference with Governors of the region.

April 13, 2020: The Governor issued Executive Order 202.16 requiring all essential businesses to provide facemasks, at their expense, to any employee present at the workplace, and requires employees to wear face coverings when in direct contact with customers and the public. Provision goes into effect Wednesday, April 15th at 8 p.m. The Order additionally authorized those authorized to conduct COVID-19 testing to also conduct antibody testing, suspended property and multiple dwelling law to allow for temporary housing of healthcare workforce, and delays political party caucuses scheduled in April or May to be postponed until June 1, 2020. 

The Governor had another press conference later in the day with New Jersey Governor Phil Murphy, Connecticut Governor Ned Lamont, Pennsylvania Governor Tom Wolf, Delaware Governor John Carney and Rhode Island Governor Gina Raimondo regarding the creation of a multi-state council to restore the economy in on integrated regional approach. The council will be comprised of one health expert, one economic development expert and the respective Chief of Staff of each Governor. The council will work together to develop a regional framework to gradually lift the states’ stay at home orders while minimizing the risk of spread of COVID-19. The Governor laid out next steps:
· Reopening plan to be designed by experts;
· Regional design; 
· Coordinated design regarding the economy, transportation, schools, etc.;
· Help from the federal government; and 
· Precautions including wearing masks and gloves and taking of temperatures. 

The Governor closed all the state run COVID-19 drive-through testing locations today due to the inclement weather hitting the state. All appointments are being rescheduled. The 10 statewide drive-through sites are at the following locations:
· New Rochelle (Glen Island)
· Bronx 1 (Lehman College)
· Bronx 2 (Bay Plaza Mall)
· Staten Island (South Beach Psychiatric Center)
· Nassau (Jones Beach)
· Suffolk (SUNY Stony Brook)
· Albany (UAlbany)
· Queens (Aqueduct)
· Brooklyn (Sears Parking Lot)
· Rockland (Anthony Wayne Recreation Area)

April 12, 2020: On Easter morning, prior to his press briefing, the Governor visited Pathways Nursing and Rehabilitation Center in Niskayuna to return 35 ventilators the facility donated to the relief effort.  Pathways made an unsolicited donation for which the Governor expressed his thanks. 

The Governor discussed that new hospitalizations continue to decrease by a total of 85 yesterday and 53 today (single day high on April 2nd of 1,427). ICU admissions increased by 101 to 189 (single day high on April 3rd of 395).  Hospitalizations by region are as follows: NYC – 64%; Long Island – 22%; Westchester/Rockland – 8%; and Upstate – 6%. Discharges continue to increase with 1,862 released from hospitals yesterday. Unfortunately, 758 individuals died from COVID-19 from the previous day, making it the 6th consecutive day with over 700 deaths. 

Due to the continued spread of coronavirus, the Governor announced he would be signing an Executive Order requiring employers to provide essential workers with cloth or surgical masks free of charge and to require they be worn when directly interacting with the public. 

The Governor discussed reopening the economy and the need for a coordinated approach and regional strategy that addresses both public health and economic activation. The key to this, he believes, is coordination among businesses, schools, transportation and more testing. The Governor announced he would be issuing an Executive Order to expand those who can conduct antibody testing to increase the testing amongst the population. The State previously provided labs with flexibility to allow more workers to test for COVID-19; this order would expand that to allow those same employees to perform antibody tests.

April 11, 2020: The Governor discussed today how the state has reached the apex and the curve has plateaued with hospitalizations, ICU admissions and intubations all continuing to drop over the last couple days. Hospitalizations by region are as follows: NYC – 64%; Long Island – 22%; Westchester/Rockland – 8%; and Upstate – 6%.  In his press conference, the Governor stated, “we believe we have stabilized upstate.” It is now confirmed that NYS has more cases of coronavirus than other country worldwide. Additionally, the coronavirus is now the leading cause of death in the United States, more than heart disease or cancer. 

Additionally, Mayor De Blasio announced that the NYC schools would remain closed through the end of the school year, until September. A couple hours later the Governor stated that the Mayor did not have the authority to extend the school closure order, that no decision has been made and that it's the “mayor’s opinion.” 

Furthermore, the Governor and Gov. Hogan of Maryland issued a call to the federal government for an additional $500 million in federal aid. The statement called on the CARES Act to be amended to allow the funding to be used not only for COVID-19 expenses, but also to offset lost revenues.

April 10, 2020: Today, the Governor announced a “dramatic decline” in new hospitalizations since ICU’s across the state discharged more patients then admitted for the first time. The decline is a 3-day average of hospitalization numbers. 

The state is ramping up antibody testing, which the Governor believes is a key component in reopening the economy. Currently, the state is conducting 300 antibody tests, and is on track to conduct 1,000 per day by next Friday, and 2,000 per day by the following week. NJ, CT and NY will create a regional testing partnership to bring testing to a mass scale. 

Additionally, the Governor announced $200 million in emergency food assistance to be made available to more than 700,000 eligible individuals in the SNAP program. The additional amount will be issued in April and issued directly to existing EBT accounts. Outside of NYC, individuals will receive the benefit starting April 13th through April 24th, and in NYC benefits will be issued starting on April 14th through April 25th. 

The Governor is further trying to work with the Congressional delegation to create a COVID-19 Heroes Compensation fund to support healthcare and frontline workers who contracted COVID-19. The idea is similar to the 9/11 Victims Compensation Fund created following 9/11. 

The Governor also announced a partnership with the private sector to provide housing for frontline healthcare workers. Airbnb will contribute $2 million to help provide rooms in union hotels at no cost to workers, in cooperation with 1199 SEIU. The InterContinental Times Square, Yotel and the Hudson Hotel are providing 800 free rooms for the healthcare workforce coming in from out-of-state. This collaboration is an effort of the Hotel Association of NYC, MetLife and similar companies.

April 9, 2020: The Governor issued Executive Order 202.15, which did the following:
· Allows bottled or bulk water products to be distributed without an assigned NYS DOH certificate number shown on the product label;
· Allows pharmacies to receive prescription drugs and medical supplies from an entity not registered or licensed within the state, but is in another state; 
· Allows those who graduated from an accredited medical program in NYS in 2020 to practice under supervision;
· Suspends public hearing requirements for processing permit applications under the Environmental Conservation Law but requires public comment;
· Extends the expiration date of notices for proposed rulemaking 90 days under SAPA;
· Delays the April 1st requirement that parents file a transportation request with the school district;
· Allows respiratory therapist technicians licensed and in good standing in any state with the US to practice in NY;
· Allows mental health counselors, marriage and family therapists, creative arts therapists and psychanalysts licensed and in good standing in any state in the US to practice in NY;
· Permits funeral directors licensed and in good standing in any state within the US to practice as a funeral director in NY under supervision of a licensed NY funeral director;
· Permits funeral directors licensed in NY but not registered to practice under supervision;
· Requires any local official, state official or local government or school that has a public hearing scheduled during April or May to be postponed until June 1, 2020;
· Department of Tax and Finance is authorized to accept digital signatures; 
· Allows an absentee ballot to be used for any election being held on or before June 23, 2020; and
· Allows for electronic application to be able to access an absentee ballot 

The Governor is asking anyone that has recovered from COVID-19 to contact the state and donate blood so convalescent plasma can be collected which has antibodies against the virus. Hopefully a treatment for the virus can be developed. Information to donate can be found at www.nybc.org. 

The Governor announced the opening of 5 new testing facilities all within downstate minority communities. Drive-through testing facilities will open in at the Sears Parking Lot at 2307 Beverly Road in Brooklyn tomorrow at 12:30 p.m., and at Aqueduct Race Track Parking Lot, 110-00 Rockaway Blvd, in Queens on Monday April 6th. Additionally, 3 walk-in sites will be opening in the South Bronx, Queens and Brooklyn next week by appointment only. 

Additionally, the Governor launched the “New York Loves” which is an effort to coordinate help and donations to the state through foundations, philanthropies, not-for-profits, charities and other similar entities.

April 8, 2020: The Governor today directed the state flags to be flown at half-mast in honor of those we have lost to the COVID-19 pandemic. The flags will be flown at half-mast during the duration of NY on PAUSE. 

During the briefing, the Governor declared that all New Yorkers will be able to vote via absentee ballot in the June 23, 2020 presidential primary, at the same time with the congressional and legislative primaries. 

Additionally, the Governor directed that the Department of Labor will make $600 in additional weekly unemployment benefits available to all New Yorkers. These funds are made available through the CARES Act; however, New York will issue the benefit before the federal funds are distributed. The state is also extending the period covered by unemployment benefits for an additional 13 weeks, for a total of 39 weeks. 

The Governor further announced a disproportionate number of Hispanic and African American New Yorkers are dying from COVID-19, and DOH will begin studying the factors contributing to this immediately. The Governor said SUNY Albany professor, Havidan Rodriguez, will partner with DOH and Northwell Health to conduct testing and study the impact the virus has on these communities. Hispanic individuals account for more than a third of NYC’s COVID-19 deaths, and the African American community accounts for 28 percent. 

New York has received 2,400 BiPAP machines, donated from Mercury Medical, which are being flown in from Florida free of charge by JetBlue, and on the ground by Southern Glazer’s. Additionally, JetBlue, Delta and United are providing free travel to New York to medical workers combating the virus. 

The state launched a public awareness campaign to emphasize the need for social distancing, and a stay at home message. The state created am Instagram hashtag, #IStayHomeFor, which will launch to motivate residents to think about the vulnerable population.

April 7, 2020: The Governor announced today that the virus appears to be a plateau apex with hospitalizations and new admissions remaining somewhat flat the last couple days. Maintaining social distancing protocols is essential during this time, and brining rapid COVID-19 testing to scale will hopefully help return life to normal in the coming months. The State wants to invest in rapid testing and asks any business willing to work with the state to manufacture such tests should contact Empire State Development at 212-803-3100 or COVID19supplies@esd.ny.gov. 

The healthcare system is worked tirelessly to ensure preparation for the apex. NYS began with 53,000 hospital beds and now has approximately 90,000. The President approved transition of the USNS Comfort from a non-COVID site to a COVID site; however, this transition reduces capacity by half leaving the Comfort with 500 beds as opposed to the original 1,000 beds. Coupled with the 2,500 beds in the Javits Center, these facilities will help provide overflow relief for the hospitals. 

The Governor announced an agreement with student loan servicers in NYS to provide relief to student loan borrowers experiencing financial hardship due to COVID-19. The agreement allows 90-days of deferred monthly payments, waiver of late fees and a prohibition on negative reporting to credit agencies. Guidance for borrowers can be found on DFS’s website. 

The Governor issued Executive Order  (EO) 202.14, which allows the state to redistribute PPE, ventilators and other medical equipment to hospitals with a greater need. The EO extends NYS on Pause for 2 weeks until April 29, 2020, and allows medical students set to graduate this May to begin practicing immediately to help the state address the need. 

The State has partnered with Google to improve the Department of Labor’s website for those filing unemployment claims. This new interface will be able to handle the influx of visitors without fear of crashing the website. The Department has hired 300 new staff to address the influx in filings, and have extended hotline hours to 7 days a week at 888-209-8124.

April 6, 2020: Today, the Governor announced the extension of NY PAUSE for another two weeks until April 29, 2020. Schools and nonessential business will continue to be closed during this time. The state is also increasing the maximum fine for social distancing protocol violations from $500 to $1,000; localities have the authority to enforce these measures. 

The Governor received permission today from the President to allow COVID-19 patients to be treated on the USNS Comfort, which previously was for non-COVID only patients. This increases bed capacity for COVID patients by 1,000 beds, together with the 2,500-bed Javits Center facility, will help provide some relief for downstate facilities.  The Governor further announced deployment of 802 ventilators from the State’s stockpile; distribution is as follows: 38 were sent to Rockland, 36 were sent to Westchester, 505 were sent to NYC and 223 were sent to Long Island. 

The Governor announced the creation of a First Responders Fund to help healthcare workers and first responders with expenses, such as childcare. Blackstone made the initial contribution of $10 million. April 5, 2020: The Governor began his briefing by discussing the apex and its timing. Models estimate that NY is close to the apex point, or could even be on a plateau right now. Since the state is still responding to a growing number of cases, the system must be able to “surge + flex” – handle the increased capacity while flexing the system’s response through a coordinated effort to move patients, supplies and staff to areas with the greatest need.   The federal assistance is helping in this response by sending an additional 1,000 physicians, nurses, respiratory techs and therapists to NY; 325 will arrive today and sent to NYC public hospitals. 

Upstate Ventilators:
The Governor spoke at length about his plan to “redeploy” about 500 ventilators from upstate hospitals to downstate facilities. He stated that the Executive Order has not been released because he is adding “a couple of things”, such as extending policies from previous Executive Orders. He spoke about how no one area of the state will be able to handle the surge on the healthcare system alone. He guaranteed that once the wave hits upstate, resources will be deployed from as far as Montauk Point to get Buffalo the resources it needs. 
· Goal 
· Utilize 20% of the unused supply of upstate ventilators (approximately 500) and send to places of greatest need downstate (Not 20% from each hospital, its 20% of all unused ventilators) 
· Process
· DOH has been working with GNYHA and HANYS to conduct a survey of hospital supplies, capacity and usage statewide – based on that data 71% of upstate ventilators are unused at this time (downstate has a third of their ventilators remaining unused in same time period)
· DOH is going hospital by hospital to discuss their individual needs, how they can shift resources so as to not disrupt service of the hospital 
· The National Guard will be assisting with logistics and transportation 
· The state is still attempting to purchase more ventilators

April 4, 2020: In today’s briefing, the Governor said the state is close to the apex, but not quite there, with approximately 4-8 days to go, based on projections. He will be having a conference call with hospitals today to coordinate equipment deployment. He said last Wednesday DOH worked with GNYHA and HANYS to conduct a survey of hospitals supplies, capacity and usage. Based on the data, 71% of ventilators are unused in upstate hospitals, and aren’t projected to be used for some time. The process involves going hospital by hospital to ensure that no hospital experiences a disruption in service. The plan is to distribute 20% (overall) of unused upstate hospital ventilators, not 20% per each hospital. The Governor did not mention the Executive Order, which has yet to be released.

The Governor went on to discuss how the state ordered 17,000 ventilators from China, but due to demand that order could not be fulfilled. The Chinese government is donating 1,000 ventilators, and Oregon reached out and is sending 140 ventilators. The Governor indicated he would send the Oregon ventilators back once the apex has passed, and will send back double what they sent to NY. 

The Governor discussed the process for deploying the 85,000 volunteers, which includes 22,000 from out-of-state. There are 175 individuals vetting the credentials of these volunteers, looking at licensing and disciplinary history. Once the volunteer is given the all clear they are added to the portal where hospitals can reach out and add them to their workforce. Hospitals are doing their own vetting as well to ensure patient safety. The Governor added that he will be signing an executive order to allow medical students that are about to graduate to begin practicing immediately to contribute to the healthcare workforce. 

The Governor discussed the rate of hospitalizations based upon areas of the state. Summary: Upstate: 4-5%; Westchester: 6-8%; Long Island: 16-22%; NYC: 65-75% 
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The Governor mentioned yesterday the availability of a new tracker. The tracker breaks down the following information: fatalities by county, fatalities by age group, fatalities by age group by county, total positive cases, total tested, and percent of positive results.

April 3, 2020: The Governor stated again today that he will be issuing an Executive Order to allow the state to take unused ventilators and PPE from upstate facilities and deploy those resources downstate (As of 10AM on 4/4 there is still no text available of the Executive Order). The Governor states that the National Guard will collect and transport the equipment.  Reports have indicated that the National Guard will utilize helicopters to transport the equipment downstate. The Governor insists that facilities will get their ventilators back, or be reimbursed for the cost. However, it is unclear whether the State plans on reimbursing at the cost of a ventilator today post-outbreak at $50,000 or at the pre-outbreak rate of roughly $20,000. Later in the day, the Governor’s senior advisor indicated that facilities would need to provide 20% of their unused ventilators; however, without any text of the Executive Order this cannot be confirmed. 

The Governor further announced that the federally run emergency hospital at the Javits Center will transition from non-COVID patients to only COVID-19 patients due to the need for beds and ventilators. President Trump quickly approved this request by the Governor. 

The Governor also announced the launce of a data tracker for comprehensive coronavirus testing data accessible at www.ny.gov/covid19tracker. Additionally, a new mobile testing center will open at UAlbany, and will prioritize tests for individuals among the highest risk population. All tests will be done by appointment only; appointments can be made by calling 888-364-3065.

April 2, 2020: The Trump administration is finalizing guidance recommending all Americans wear face masks to prevent the spread of COVID-19. Recommendations will encourage wearing nonmedical masks to reserve that supply for health care providers and first responders. A top U.S. infectious disease official stated that recent information indicates the virus can actually spread when people are speaking, not just through coughing or sneezing. 

The Governor announced today that the federal government has approved allowing the temporary hospital site at Javits Center to be used to treat COVID-19 patients. The 2,500-bed facility was originally meant for overflow from hospitals for non-COVID patients, but with the continued increase in cases the space is necessary to treat COVID patients as well. Models predict the APEX could be hit in NY anywhere from 7 days to 21 days. The Governor further announced that DOH has approved Northwell’s protocol allowing BiPAP machines to be converted into ventilators. BiPAP machines are one type of positive airway pressure machines that help to maintain consistent breathing patterns. 

The Governor stated that there is a burn rate of about 6 days of ventilators in the state stockpile. The state dispatched from the stockpiles 400 ventilators to NYC hospitals and 200 more to Long Island and Westchester. The Governor stated that they will likely be moving ventilators from upstate facilities to areas with the most need. Additionally, he also indicated that if enough first responders fall ill downstate, first responders upstate could be sent to fill the need. Approximately 21,000 out-of-state volunteers are working in NY’s healthcare system to fight the virus. 85,400 health professionals in New York have signed up to volunteer. 

The Governor is encouraging companies with the equipment or personnel to begin to manufacture PPE products. Interested businesses should call 212-803-3100 or email COVID19supplies@esd.ny.gov. 

The Governor has deferred premium payments for individual and small group health insurance policies for those experiencing financial hardship due to COVID-19. The Governor has asked DS to consider any liquidity or solvency concerns of health plans since plans are required to continue to pay claims, not report late payments to credit reporting agencies, and cannot impose late payment fees. The NY State of Health and DFS have extended the emergency open enrollment for health insurance through May 15, 2020.

March 31, 2020: The Governor today announced a hospital network Central Coordinating Team that will facilitate a coordinated approach between the state’s healthcare system. The Team will implement the public-private hospital coordination plan, as well as organizing upstate to downstate staffing, assisting stressed hospitals, setting patient thresholds for hospitals, organizing transfers, coordinating stockpiles and recruit staff. The Team consists of Westchester, NYC, Long Island, GNYHA and HANYS. The state is also launching an online portal to connect hospitals and other healthcare facilities with the approximately 80,000 healthcare worker volunteers. 

Additionally, the Governor announced the Department of Labor would be adding staff and upgrading technology to meet the growing demand. Typically, the Department receives 50,000 calls a week for unemployment purposes, now it is receiving 8.2 million calls over the past week (1.2 million in one day).

March 30, 2020: The USNS Comfort arrived in NYC harbor this morning, and will be accepting non-COVID-19 patients to free up beds in the hospitals. The Javits Center temporary hospital will be opening today. 

The Governor announced a statewide public-private hospital partnership plan to fight COVID-19. The hospitals will be coordinating their efforts so one single hospital does not get overwhelmed. Hospitals across the state have agreed to share supplies, staff and other resources. The Department of Health will act with the healthcare system to create a command center for information sharing regarding supplies in stock and what is being ordered. 

The Governor signed Executive Order 202.13, which modified the Insurance Law to extend the grace period for payment of premiums and fees to 90 days for any life insurance. Additionally, the Order imposes a moratorium on an insurer cancelling, non-renewing, or conditionally renewing an insurance policy issued to a small business for a period of 60 days. The Order makes the following changes to the election calendar:
· Reschedules the election of Borough President of Queens for June 23, 2020 and limits it to those were eligible to appear on the ballot for the March 24th special election 
· Any special election previously scheduled on April 28, 2020 will be rescheduled for June 23, 2020
· Circulation, filing and collection of designating petitions for any office that would be commence on March 31, 2020 are postponed
· Any school, library board or village election scheduled to take place in April or May is postponed to at least June 1, 2020
· Any state worker if deemed non-essential shall work from home without charging accruals until April 16, 2020
· Only certain construction is considered exempt from in-person working restrictions as of March 28, 2020 
· Continues NY On Pause until April 15, 2020
· Amends the directive requiring a support person to accompany a woman in labor to include labor, delivery and recovery

March 29, 2020: Today, the Governor announced that NYS On Pause will be extended for another two weeks until April 15, 2020. All nonessential workforce must continue to work at home, restrictions on bars, fitness centers, movie theaters, malls, salons, DMV, non-essential gatherings of any size and school district closures will continue until this time. The Governor further announced that he will be working with pharmacies to establish free home delivery services to reduce the lines at the pharmacies. Wadsworth Lab has developed a less intrusive COVID-19 test, done through a saliva sample which is self-administered in the presence of a medical professional. This Governor states this will help conserve PPE, reduce potential exposure and test more individuals. This new testing will begin this week. 

The Governor announced that schools will be able to host daycare free of charge. The Governor further announced the launch of a mobile testing center in Co-Op City in the Bronx. It will be located at the Bay Plaza Mall Parking Lot, AMC Cinema entrance. Tests will be done by appointment only.

76,109 healthcare workforce volunteers are enlisted to help combat the pandemic. The Governor went on to discuss how local health systems must work together. Hospitals must work with other hospitals in their region, and coordinate when caseloads begin to overwhelm a hospital in the region. Additionally, a massive field hospital is being constructed in Central Park by Samaritan’s Purse, an organization led by Franklin Graham (son of televangelist Billy Graham). The organization brought tents, beds, PPE and 10 ventilators and will be led by Dr. Elliot Tenpenny, who previously treated Ebola patients in West Africa. The tents will be able to hold 68 patients each.

March 28, 2020: The CDC posted an advisory on their website last night that states, “The CDC urges residents of New York, New Jersey and Connecticut to refrain from non-essential domestic travel for 14 days effective immediately.” The advisory states that the governors of these states will have full discretion to implement a Domestic Travel Advisory; however, the provisions do not apply to employees of critical infrastructure. 

State Action: 

The Governor issued Executive Order 202.12 which postponed the Presidential Primary from April 28th until June 23rd. Additionally, special elections for the 50th Senate District, 27th Congressional District, 12th Assembly District, 31st Assembly District and the 136th Assembly District are postponed until June 23rd as well. The Governor further pushed back the tax filing deadline for personal and corporate taxes until July 15th, conforming with federal action taken earlier this month. 

The Executive Order further requires hospitals as a condition of licensure to allow one support person, who does not have a fever at the time of labor/delivery, to be present. 

During his press briefing today, the Governor discussed how local health systems need to think and act more holistically as a regional health system. If one hospital in the region gets overwhelmed, there needs to be coordination and diversion to another hospital in the region. As more patients become infected downstate and the system becomes overwhelmed, there is a possibility that patients will be moved to upstate facilities. The Governor further announced he would be speaking with large pharmacy chains to see if they would be cooperative in delivering prescriptions at no charge. 

Regarding hospital capacity, the Governor announced the President approved of four additional sites for emergency medical facilities, which will add 4,000 beds: (1) ) Brooklyn Cruise Terminal; (2) Aqueduct Racetrack facility in Queens; (3) CUNY Staten Island; (4) New York Expo Center in the Bronx which would add 4,000 hospital beds. He further announced the designation of COVID-19 only sites which will add 695 beds: (1) South Beach Psychiatric Center in Staten Island (260 beds); (2) Westchester Square in the Bronx and (3) Health Alliance in Ulster County. The Javits Center will open on Monday which coincides with the arrival of the USNS Comfort. The Governor also announced the State Department of Health Wadsworth Lab is partnering with labs across the state to evaluate antibody testing designed to help the most ill COVID-19 patients.

March 27, 2020: The Governor announced the completion of the temporary hospital at the Javits Center, which has 1,000 temporary hospital beds. The State and Army Corp of Engineers have identified four (4) additional sites for construction of temporary hospitals: (1) Brooklyn Cruise Terminal; (2) Aqueduct Racetrack facility in Queens; (3) CUNY Staten Island; (4) New York Expo Center in the Bronx which would add 4,000 hospital beds. The State is also looking to convert dormitories (City College and Queens College), hotels (Marriott Brooklyn Bridge) and nursing homes (Brooklyn Center Nursing Home) into emergency beds. The USNS Comfort will arrive on Monday and provide 1,000 beds, 1,200 medical personnel, 12 operating rooms, a pharmacy and a laboratory. Below are illustrations of the Governor’s plan:

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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Governor issued Executive Order 202.11 which is in effect through April 26,2020. Schools will remain closed for an additional two-week period until April 15, 2020. Additionally, the Order amends restrictions in Executive Order 202.10 to clarify that pharmacists shall only dispense hydroxychloroquine or chloroquine except as written, for FDA approved indication, for patients in inpatient settings and acute settings, or as part of a study approved by an Institutional Review Board. Requires marking the prescription with the condition for which it is issued. The order also stated that any guidance issued by DOH related to prevention and infection control of COVID-19 shall be effective immediately and shall supersede any prior conflicting guidance issued by the Department.  

The Governor also implemented a number of insurance directives:
· Consumers experiencing financial hardship due to COVID-19 may defer paying life insurance premiums, no late fees and no negative data would be reported 
· Consumers and small businesses experiencing financial hardship due to COVID-19 may defer paying premiums for property and casualty insurance, no late fees and no negative data reported 
· The NYS Health Marketplace has reopened enrollment or health insurance. If an employee lost coverage as a result of a layoff, they must apply within 60 days of loss of coverage. Due to job loss, many New Yorkers may be eligible for Medicaid, the Essential Plan or Child Health Plus 

The Governor announced a stream of healthcare volunteers, including retirees and students, have signed up to help the state fight the surge of cases. Total number of healthcare workforce volunteers: 62,000; mental health practitioner volunteers: 1,400.

This is on top of 1 million N-95 masks that the State purchased and sent to NYC and approximately 500,000 to Long Island last week. GNYHA and HANYS are helping distribute the supplies, which are helping to identify hospitals in the greatest need. Should a hospital or medical facility be in need of supplies they can contact their local office of emergency management who can triage the request. 

The Governor said the spread is accelerating, with data suggesting the case count is doubling every 3 days. NYS could reach apex in 14-21 days. The Governor urged the federal government to send more resources. The state projects a need of up to 140,000 hospital beds, up from 110,000 projected a few days ago. Currently, NY only has 53,000 beds. The Governor stated based on projections the state needs 30,000 ventilators, and has so far been able to obtain an additional 7,000. 

A makeshift morgue has been established outside of Bellevue Hospital in Manhattan. The facility is run by a Disaster Mortuary Operational Response Team from the federal Health and Human Services. This specific site previously housed a temporary morgue following September 11th. There are plans to set up such facilities throughout the city.  

The White House Coronavirus Task Force said anyone who traveled from NYC metro area should self-quarantine for 14-days. Additionally, three upstate counties – Sullivan, Greene and Delaware - have encouraged NYC residents to stay in their primary homes in the city due to lack of health facility resources in the area. 

Budget Implications  Robert Mujica said that state revenue could decrease by $9-15 billion, much more than estimated last week by Comptroller DiNapoli ($4-7 billion). Robert said that the Governor’s proposal released in January is no longer viable without significant assistance from the federal government. He went on to say that the Governor is seeking flexibility in negotiations with the legislature to make unilateral budget adjustments during the fiscal year if revenues decline.

March 23, 2020: The Governor issued a new Executive Order 202.10 (EO), which takes measures to increase the capacity of the healthcare system within the State. The EO authorizes the Commissioner of Health to direct all general hospitals, ambulatory surgery centers, office-based surgery practice and diagnostic and treatment center to increase the number of beds available, including canceling all elective surgeries and procedures, as the Commissioner defines. Requires hospitals to submit COVID-19 Plans to the Department of Health (DOH) to accomplish this directive. Authorizes the Commissioner to suspend or revoke operating certificates of any general hospital unable to meet the requirements of the capacity directive, and to appoint a receiver to continue the operations on 24 hours-notice to the current operator. The EO also amends various scopes of practice to allow more flexibility among the healthcare workforce to respond to the outbreak. 
 
The EO prohibits pharmacists from dispensing hydroxychloroquine or chloroquine except when written as prescribed for an FDA approved indication, or as part of the state approved clinical trial related to COVID-19 for a patient who has tested positive, and with the test result documented as part of the prescription.  Limits the prescription to one 14-day prescription with no refills.
 
Additionally, the EO requires health insurance companies to deliver to the Superintendent of Financial Services (DFS) a list of all persons who have medical professional licenses, whether it is currently valid or expired within the past five years. DFS will poll these individuals to determine whether they could serve in the COVID-19 response effort. 

Finally, the EO states: Non-essential gatherings of individuals of any size for any reason (e.g. parties, celebrations or other social events) are canceled or postponed at this time.

The Governor announced yesterday that the partnership with the federal government is moving forward. President Trump approved emergency hospitals in the Javits Center, which will add 1,000 beds fully equipped and staffed. Supplies were delivered and building has already begun. Additionally, the federal government has agreed to cover 100% of the cost of the National Guard. The Governor has asked that they also cover 100% of the cost sharing under New York’s disaster declaration hat was approved on Friday, March 20th. The federal administration has sent 339,760 N-95 masks, 861,700 surgical masks, 353,300 gloves, 145,122 gowns and 197,085 face shields to the state. Furthermore, Steve Cohen, Bill Mulrow and Larry Schwartz have joined the Governor’s COVID-19 Task Force. Mulrow and Cohen are tasked with developing a NYS Forward Plan, which will seek to restart the economy following the NYS Pause Order. Schwartz is tasked with helping the State acquire healthcare equipment and supplies, as well as increasing the state’s hospital capacity. 

Additionally, the Governor spoke about an experimental drug approved by the FDA that takes the plasma from a person who has been infected, isolates the antibodies produced by the body and injects them into a person who is suffering from the virus. Tests show that this stimulates the body’s natural response to fight the disease. The State will likely start trials next week for those in serious condition.

March 22, 2020: The Governor announced that he has accepted the recommendation of the Army Corps of Engineers for four temporary hospital sites in NY – Javits Center, SUNY Stony Brook, SUNY Old Westbury and the Westchester Convention Center. Additionally, FEMA will construct four additional federal hospital facilities within the Javits Center, which will have a 250-bed capacity each and come fully staffed and equipped. The State also on Saturday leased the Brooklyn Health Center for Rehabilitation and Healthcare to serve as a temporary hospital with 600 beds. 

The Governor further announced the state will begin to implement drug trials with 70,000 doses of Hydroxychloroquine, 10,000 of Zithromax and 75,000 doses of Chloroquine. Trials will begin on Tuesday. Hydroxychloroquine and Chloroquine are used for the treatment of malaria and other inflammatory conditions. This medication has been found to help patients suffering from the virus in China; however, this treatment regime is not a cure. The Governor additionally encouraged the FDA to approve serological testing of COVID-19 antibodies do determine which individuals have had the virus resolved, which will allow those impacted to return to work, especially healthcare workers. 

Effective March 25th, all non-critical elective surgeries will be cancelled. The Governor admitted this is particularly impactful on hospitals who rely on these surgeries for income. Additionally, the Governor has asked hospital administrators to come up with a plan to increase their capacity by at least 50%, he said this would be a DOH Emergency Order and is mandatory. Guidance has yet to be  released. 

The Governor has directed NYC to come up with a plan within 24 hours to reduce the lack of adherence to social distancing protocols in parks and other public spaces.

The Governor announced he is sending 1 million N95 masks to NYC, and 500,000 masks to Long Island. Furthermore, he announced the state will be purchasing 6,000 new ventilators. There is also a potential new drug therapy for those in the most serious condition, hydroxychloroquine + Zithromax and the FDA will accelerate to NY 10,000 doses. The Governor also announced elective surgeries will end next week. 

The Governor issued Executive Order 202.9 which directs the following:
· It would be deemed unsafe and unsound business practice if any bank does not grant a forbearance to any person or business who has a financial hardship due to the pandemic for 90 days 
· DFS will ensure individuals are given forbearance of payments for a mortgage due to financial hardship due to coronavirus 
· Empowers DFS Superintendent to promulgate emergency regulations that direct that during the time of this emergency, fees for the use of ATMs, overdraft fees and credit card late fees may be restricted or modified

Update from March 20th  Executive Order 202.8
· Limits court operations to essential matters during pendency of pandemic 
· Extends validity of driver’s licenses and non-driver identification cards set to expire March 1, 2020
· Extends validity of registration and license plate for vehicles, including off-road vehicles set to expire March 1, 2020
· Updates Executive Order 202.6 to increase work from home procedures to 100% of workforce 
· No enforcement of eviction of any tenant residential or commercial for a period of 90 days
· Any in-person appointment at any state or county DMV is cancelled effective March 20th at 8PM and only on-line transactions are permitted 

March 20, 2020: Governor Andrew Cuomo announced the “New York on PAUSE (Policies Assure Uniform Safety) which begin on Sunday, March 22, 2020 at 8PM, all New Yorkers are directed to stay at home (100%), unless they perform an employment function deemed “essential.”  Businesses and other entities which violate this directive will be subject to civil penalties. Additionally, the Governor announced a 90-day moratorium on any residential or commercial evictions. Guidance on meaning of "Essential Business"

There are rules instituted for vulnerable groups, such as seniors over seventy, immune-comprised individuals and those with underlying health conditions (named “Matilda’s Law” after the Governor’s mother):
· Remain indoors
· Can go outside for solitary exercise 
· Pre-screen all visitors and aids by taking temperature
· Do not visit households with multiple people
· All vulnerable persons should wear a mask when in company of others
· To the greatest extend possible, everyone in the presence of vulnerable people should wear a mask
· Always stay at least 6 feet away from individuals
· Do not take public transportation unless urgent and absolutely necessary

Additionally, the Governor offered a financial incentive to any business that has the capacity/personnel to or does make personal protective equipment (Ppe), gown, gloves or masks to do so and the state will provide funding. Finally, the governor announced that all non-elective surgeries are likely to end sometime next week.

March 19, 2020: The Department of Financial Services issued a directive to NYS mortgage services to provide 90-day mortgage relief by:
· Waiving mortgage payments based on financial hardship;
· No negative reporting to credit bureaus;
· Grace period for loan modifications;
· No late payment fees or online payment fees; and 
· Postponing or suspending foreclosures 

Executive Order 202.7
· Effective March 21st at 8PM all barbershops, hair salons, tattoo or piercing parlors and related personal care services will be closed until further notice. This includes nail technicians, cosmetologists and estheticians, and laser hair removal. 
· Modifies Executive Order 202.6 to require reduction in in-person workforce at any location by 75% no later than March 21st 8PM. 
· Authorizes that any notarial act be performed utilizing audio-video technology with the following conditions met:
· Person seeking notary service must present a valid photo ID unless personally known to the notary;
· Video conference must allow for direct interaction between individuals, no recordings; 
· The person must affirmatively represent that he or she is physically in NY; 
· The person must transmit by electronic means a legible copy of the signed document directly to the notary on the same date it was signed; 
· The notary may notarize the transmitted copy of the document and transmit the same back to the person; and 
· The notary may repeat the notarization of the original signed document as of the date of execution provided the Notary receives such original signed document together with the electronically notarized copy within 30 days of execution

Update from March 18, 2020: Governor Cuomo issued two executive orders in the evening hours. 

Executive Order 202.5
· Amends sections of the Education law to allow physicians, physician assistants, nurse practitioners, registered nurses, licensed practical nurses in current good standing in any state to practice medicine in NYS, as well as those that are in good standing in NYS but are not registered in NYS 
· Amends DOH regulations to ease requirements on patient transfers to and from hospitals, permits nursing homes to perform comprehensive assessments on incoming residents, obtain physician approvals for admission in a more expedient fashion  
· Eases regulations on home health agencies, long term care programs to expedite services and reviews 
· Authorizes reimbursement from the Medical Indemnity Fund in residents with individuals impacted by COVID-19 for costs related to disinfection 
· Allows physical changes to current bed/individual capacity and construction of temporary hospital locations or extensions 
· Prevent attendance at adult day care programs 
· Restricts visitation and outings by individuals at mental hygiene facilities 
· Allows abbreviated medication administration training of direct support professionals at mental hygiene facilities 
· Halts background check requirements for child day care for emergency purposes 
· Prohibits locality or political subdivision from issuing any local emergency order regarding COVID-19 without approval of the State DOH 

Executive Order 202.6
· Remove applicability of the Public Offices Law provisions to those engaging in a volunteer capacity, hired or trained, or a volunteer who is facilitating contributions to assist NYS during the declared emergency 
· Establishes all businesses and not-for-profits must reduce in-person workforce by 50% with exemptions for essential health care operations including research and laboratory services; essential infrastructure including utilities, telecommunication, airports and transportation infrastructure; essential manufacturing, including food processing and pharmaceuticals; essential retail including grocery stores and pharmacies; essential services including trash collection, mail, and shipping services; news media;  banks and related financial institutions; providers of basic necessities to economically disadvantaged populations; construction; vendors of essential services necessary to maintain the safety, sanitation and essential operations of residences or other essential businesses;  vendors that provide essential services or products, including logistics and technology support, child care and services needed to ensure the continuing operation of government agencies and provide for the health, safety and welfare of the public
· Requires businesses with questions to obtain an opinion from Empire State Development Corporation

March 18, 2020: The Governor announced today a mandatory state requirement that no business can have more than 50% of their workforce working outside of the home. This excludes grocery stores, pharmacies, food delivery, shipping, news media, warehousing, food production, healthcare providers, utilities, banks and related financial institutions. This is in collaboration with New Jersey and Connecticut, and most recently Pennsylvania. The Governor also announced that NY, PA, NJ and CT will temporarily close all indoor portions of retail shopping malls, amusement parks and bowling alleys effective 8PM tomorrow (Executive Order 202.5). 

Additionally, the President is immediately dispatching the USNS Comfort, a US Navy hospital ship with 1,000 beds and operating rooms onboard to be stationed in NYC harbor.

March 17, 2020: The Governor discussed the state of hospitals beds and addressing the hospital surge capacity within the state. There are 53,000 hospital bed in NYS with 3,000 ICU beds. Hospitalization rate seen in NY is between 15-19% of cases. The spread/infection rate is expected to peak at 45 days based on projections. These projections demonstrate the potential need for as many as 55,000-110,000 hospital beds, and as many as 18,600-37,200 ICU beds. There will be a meeting held today with hospital administrators to look at maximum capacity per hospital. The Governor is working with FMA, Army Core of Engineers, the National Guard and building trades to create more hospital beds and care units to satisfy the projected need. 

The Governor and Attorney General James announced effective immediately the state will half all collection of medical and student debt owed to the state that has been referred to the AG’s office for collection for 30-days. This will be applicable to patients that owe medical debt to any of the five state hospitals and veterans’ homes, students who owe debt to SUNY and individuals, sole-proprietors, small businesses and homeowners that owe debt related to oil spill cleanup, removal costs, property damage, breach of contract and fees owed to state agencies. This policy will also automatically suspend the accrual of interest and fee collection on outstanding debt. 

Additionally, the Governor spoke with Defense Secretary Mark Esper who pledged to deploy the Army Corps of Engineers to New York to help combat the virus pandemic.

Update from March 16, 2020  The Department of Financial Services (DFS) and NY State of Health announced a Special Enrollment Period available to New York residents so eligible individuals may enroll in a health plan through State of Health and directly through insurers. Anyone who enrolls between March 16th and April 15th will have coverage effective April 1, 2020. Individuals eligible for Medicaid, Essential Plan and Child Health Plus can enroll year-round. 


March 16, 2020: The Governor, along with Governors Ned Lamont (CT) and Phil Murphy (NJ) announced a regional plan that will go into effect on 8PM tonight across the tri-state area. The provisions are contained in Executive Order 202.3. 
· Crowd capacity is limited to 50 people
· Restaurants and bars will only be able to provide take-out and delivery (includes a waiver for carry-out alcohol)
· Movie theaters, gyms and casinos will temporarily close 

While not mandatory, only essential businesses should be open. This includes pharmacies, medical facilities, grocery stores and gas stations. The Governor announced all schools in New York State will close for at least two weeks beginning no later than Wednesday, March 18th, and ending April 1, 2020. Additionally, all park fees will be waived (Executive Order 202.4). 

The Governor announced a third drive-through facility will open on Staten Island. The Governor said he spoke with Senator Lanza and Max Rose regarding the need on Staten Island. 

The Governor issued an Executive Order permitting hospitals to increase capacity through suspending certain Department of Health Regulations. The National Guard, building unions and private developers will organize to find existing facilities, such as dormitories and former nursing homes, that can be converted into emergency medical facilities. The goal of these efforts is to create 9,000 additional beds. Local governments have also been asked to help in identifying available facilities. Michael Dowling and Ken Raske will be heading a council to develop hospital surge capacity. 

Nonessential state employees will work from home effective tomorrow statewide. Local governments have been directed to reduce workforce by 50% (Executive Order 202.4). The Order also postponed any village election to be held on March 17, 2020 until April 28, 2020.

March 15, 2020: The Governor directed nonessential employees in Rockland, Westchester, NYC, Suffolk and Nassau Counties to work from home for two weeks. The DMV has been directed to move to appointment only services. The Governor is working with Chief Judge Janet DiFiore to develop a plan to reduce density in the court system. Additionally, Jim Malatras will be working with counties to develop contingency plans for school closing, including how to provide access to childcare and meals to children. 

In the early afternoon, the Governor announced NYC, Westchester, Nassau and Suffolk schools will be closed this week. Westchester, Nassau and Suffolk will be closed for two weeks beginning Monday, March 16th. NYC must develop a plan within 24 hours to ensure children have access to meals and childcare for critical first responders and healthcare workers. 

Mayor de Blasio announced NYC schools would be closed beginning Monday, March 16th through at least April 20th. Additionally, the Mayor indicated that he would be signing an order on Monday limiting restaurants and bars to takeout and delivery only effective Tuesday at 9AM. This would apply to all nightclubs, movie theaters and concert venues.

March 14, 2020: The Governor announced that the Department of Financial Services will require insurance companies to waive co-payments and cost-sharing for telehealth visits. Additionally, another drive-through testing site was announced to open next week on Long Island. Unfortunately, the first coronavirus related death occurred, an 82-year old woman in Brooklyn with pre-existing emphysema. A second announcement was made that another individual passed as a result of the virus, a 65-year old man with heart problems. 

Later in the day, the Governor announced an executive order (Executive Order No. 202.2) that would suspend candidate petitioning process, effective 5PM on Tuesday, for the June primaries for state races. Candidates will only need to collect 1.5% of enrolled votes required, or 30% of the statutory threshold, whichever is less. For Congress, candidates would need 375 signatures rather than 1,250. For State Senate, candidates would need 300 signatures rather than 1,000. For Assembly, candidates would only need 150 signatures rather than 500. The order will also modify deadlines to allow New Yorkers to vote absentee for the Queens Borough President special election on March 24th. It extends the current deadline to register to vote absentee to March 23, the day before the special election. Absentee votes must be postmarked or delivered in person up until the day of the election on March 24.  Finally, the order stated that any school district closing pursuant to a local state of emergency must first consult the local department of health and also exhaust any available time including snow days and vacation days. 

At night, the Governor announced there were 88 additional confirmed cases bringing the total to 613. Additionally, Assembly members Weinstein and Barron have been diagnosed with COVID-19. Neither member has been in Albany since early March. As a result, the Capitol will be closed to visitors effective Sunday, March 15th.

March 13, 2020: The Governor announced the FDA has approved New York State to authorize the state’s 28 public and private labs to begin manual, semi-automated and automated testing for COVID-19. The Governor now estimates that testing will reach 6,000 per day by next week in the state. 

Governor Cuomo announced a drive-through COVID-19 testing center in New Rochelle, which will have the capacity to test initially 200 people per day, and 500 per day in the coming week. Testing is by appointment only by calling 888-364-3065. The drive-through testing center is a result of a partnership between the State, Northwell and BioReference. 

Additionally, the Governor issued Executive Order 202.1 which continued Executive Order 202 for 30 days until April 11, 2020: 
· Waives the 7-day waiting period for workers to claim unemployment insurance for those that have been put out of work by COVID-19
· Eliminates the aid penalty for schools directed to close by state or local officials or those under a state or local declaration of emergency that do not meet the 180-day requirements if they are unable to make up the school days 
· Directs the PSC to suspend public utilities from cutting off services, including power and heat, to customers affected by COVID-19 
· Suspends various public health law and mental hygiene law provisions to allow hospitals and similar facilities flexibility in addressing capacity needs, limiting exposure, transferring patients and similar measures 
· Authorizes screenings conducted through telephone and expands telehealth services applicability 
· Allows the Health Commissioner to approve temporary hospital locations 
· Allows physicians and nurse practitioners to issue non-patient specific regimen to nurses or others authorized to collect throat swab specimens for testing of individuals suspected of COVID-19
· Expanding access to child-care by suspending certain social services laws 
· Eases requirements to prevent delays in home delivered meals and providing services under the Expanded In-Home Services for the Elderly Program (EISEP)
· Gives courts flexibility in their discretion to dispense with personal appearances of the defendant and provide electronic appearance

March 12, 2020: The Governor announced, effective Friday, March 13th at 5PM, limits on mass gatherings, directing events with 500 or more individuals in attendance to be cancelled or postponed to reduce community spread. Such gatherings or places of business with less than 500 individuals in attendance will be required to cut capacity by 50 percent, exceptions being schools, hospitals, public buildings, mass transit, grocery stores and retail stores. 

Additionally, the Governor announced effective at the same time and day, only medically necessary visits will be permitted at nursing homes. Nursing home workers will have to wear surgical masks and undergo health screenings each day when entering the facility. 

The State has contracted with BioReference Laboratories to run an additional 5,000 tests per day which will become available next week. Additionally, the State will launce a public drive-through testing facility in New Rochelle by appointment only. 

There are 325 cases confirmed statewide (Westchester: 148; NYC: 95; Nassau: 41; Suffolk: 20; Rockland: 7; Saratoga: 3; Ulster: 4; Albany: 1; Broome: 1; Delaware: 1; Dutchess: 1; Herkimer: 1; Monroe: 1; Nassau: 41; Orange: 1). The first positive COVID-19 case confirmed at UAlbany and classes were suspended for the day. 

March 11, 2020: Cuomo directed creation of a state police hate crimes task force to assist in investigation against assault on Asian woman in NYC motivated by racism caused by COVID-19. Additionally, the state will contract with 28 private labs to increase testing capacity. SUNY and CUNY will implement plans to move to distance learning beginning March 19th. Furthermore, the state will guarantee paid leave for all state workers who are subject to a mandatory or precautionary quarantine.  Employees will not have to charge accruals during the time taken off work for quarantine. This will apply to all state employees, regardless of civil service classification, bargaining unit, and regardless of part time or accrual status. Forty-three additional cases were confirmed, bringing the statewide total to 216 cases (Westchester: 121; NYC: 52; Nassau: 28; Suffolk: 6; Rockland: 6; Saratoga: 2; Ulster: 1). The Governor announced a new cooperative effort with businesses to voluntarily implement different work shifts and telecommuting to reduce population density. 

The Governor also provided an update on New Rochelle. DOH will grant $200,000 to a local food bank in the city to help the community. Nine schools are currently closed in the city. 

Later in the day, the Governor announced that the St. Patrick’s Day Parade and Celebration Committee agreed to postpone the 2020 St. Patrick’s Day Parade in NYC. 

Additionally, the NCAA announced that men’s and women’s basketball tournaments will be held, but without fans present. 

March 10, 2020: The Governor issued a letter to NYS Comptroller DiNapoli asking him to revisit the state’s revenue projections in light of the market impact of COVID-19. The Governor confirmed 31 additional cases, bringing the state total to 173 (Westchester: 108; NYC: 36; Nassau: 19; Rockland: 6; Saratoga: 2; Suffolk: 1; Ulster: 1). He announced deployment of the National Guard to New Rochelle where there is a “cluster” of cases and established a containment area around parts of the city.  Additionally, established protocols, which include closing schools, places of worship and other large gathering facilities within a one-mile radius in New Rochelle for two-weeks from March 12th through March 25th.  Furthermore, the state is collaborating with Northwell Health to set up satellite testing facilities in New Rochelle. 

March 9, 2020: The Governor announced the state will produce up to 100,000 gallons of hand sanitizer (NYS Clean) per week to be distributed to the most impacted and high-risk communities. The sanitizer is 75% alcohol, 5% more alcohol than in Purell. The Governor confirmed 37 additional cases, bringing the state total to 142 (Westchester: 98; NYC: 19; Nassau: 17; Rockland: 4; Saratoga: 2; Suffolk: 1; Ulster: 1. Additionally, the Governor established a policy that if students test positive in school that the school close for an initial 24-hour period for assessment and sanitation. The Governor further said he would be sending the paid leave bill to the legislature. 

March 8, 2020: The Governor confirmed 16 additional cases, bringing the statewide total to 105 cases (Westchester: 82; NYC: 12; Nassau: 5; Suffolk: 1; Rockland: 2; Ulster: 1; Saratoga: 2). Additionally, Northwell Laboratories has been authorized to test under Wadworth’s emergency use authorization. Manual testing of 75-80 tests per day will begin at Northwell immediately, but it still needs automated testing approval to perform thousands per day. 

March 7, 2020: The Governor declared a state of emergency in NY (Executive Order 202), and confirmed 32 additional cases; statewide total is 76 (Westchester: 57; NYC: 11; Nassau: 4; Rockland: 2; Saratoga: 2). He further announced that the Department of State’s Consumer Protection Division would be investigating reports of price gouging on household cleaning supplies and hand sanitizer, and launched a toll-free hotline (1-800-697-1220) for suspected price gouging. Later that evening, the Governor confirmed 13 additional cases bringing the state total to 89 cases (Westchester: 70; NYC: 11; Nassau: 4; Rockland: 2; Saratoga: 2). 

March 6, 2020: The Governor announced 11 additional cases of COVID-19 bringing statewide total to 33 individuals. The number of precautionary quarantines (i.e. non-symptomatic but was in a level 2 or 3 country) is at 4,000 statewide: 2,700 New York City, 1,000 Westchester, and then 115 Erie, 70 Nassau, Tompkins 15, Suffolk 15, Albany 11, Broome 4, Schenectady 12 and Warren 6. The number of mandatory quarantines (i.e. anyone who tests positive, anyone who has been in direct contact with an infected individual and anyone who returned from a level 2 or 3 country and is experiencing symptoms): 44 statewide, New York City 9, Westchester 33, Erie 1, Nassau 1.

Later in the day, the Governor held another briefing to confirm that the state total had risen to 44 individuals (Nassau: 4; Rockland: 2; NYC: 4; Westchester: 34). Governor announced that travel insurance companies will offer the ability to purchase coverage when making travel plans to allow trip cancellation. Commissioner Zucker issued testing guidance and quarantine/isolation guidance.  

March 5, 2020: The Governor confirmed 11 additional cases bringing the total to 22 individuals. One resident in Nassau County, 3 in NYC and 18 in Westchester County. Due to the growing number of cases, the Governor activated the statewide Emergency Operation Center in Albany, as well as outposts in Hawthorne and New Rochelle in Westchester County. 

March 4, 2020: The Governor announced that SUNY and CUNY study abroad programs in China, Italy, Japan, Iran and South Korea are immediately suspended, and staff and approximately 300 students will return and begin a 14-day quarantine. Additionally, more individuals in Westchester County tested positive bringing the state total to 11 individuals. 

March 3, 2020: Governor signed S.7919 (Chapter 23). The Governor further announced he would amend the Paid Sick Leave budget proposal to protect those required to stay home from work because they are being isolated or quarantined. Additionally, SUNY will have students in study abroad programs in countries with high prevalence of COVID-19 return home. Finally, the second confirmed case of COVID-19 was announced in Westchester. 

March 2, 2020: Governor announced that Wadsworth is collaborating with hospitals to expand testing capacity to achieve goal of 1,000 tests per day statewide. Announced state is instituting a new cleaning protocol at schools and public transportation system. Provides a state hotline where experts can answer questions and dedicated state website. 

Later that day, the Governor announced a new directive (prior to passage of S.7919) requiring NYS health insurers to waive cost sharing associated with testing for COVID-19. Emergency regulations establish that health insurers are prohibited from imposing cost-sharing on an in-network provider office visit or urgent care center or emergency room visits when purpose is to be tested for COVID-19. DOH will ensure those on Medicaid will have the same benefit. 

That evening, the legislature passed S.7919 which vastly expanded the Governor’s emergency powers and appropriated $40 million for personnel, equipment and supplies in response to the Coronavirus. 

March 1, 2020: First positive case of COVID-19 in NY confirmed by Wadsworth Lab in Albany. 

February 29, 2020: The Governor spoke with Vice President Pence and received word that the state’s test was approved by the FDA and Wadsworth Lab will begin testing immediately, the first non-CDC test given approval by the FDA.  
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
